· These tasks are provided to be used after children have finished reading chapters.
· Spend some time discussing and modelling the expected response to the activity. Following this the children could work independently. 
· The tasks are designed to be cut out and given to the children to use as bookmarks.
·  You may choose to use just one bookmark for each text or a mixture.
