	What else did you learn from reading the text? (Pupils could note responses to the question in a reading journal e.g. list five new facts they have learned.) 


	Identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning
	Is the main title written in a larger bolder font? Why is this?

Are illustrations or diagrams used? If so, how do these support the text? 
Can you find examples of labels or captions? What purpose do labels and captions serve?

Is any of the information presented in tables, charts or boxes? If so what is the purpose of this? 
Are bullet points used? If so what purpose do you think they serve? 
If the text is an information book – demonstrate how you can use the contents and index pages to find information. 


	 Ask questions to provide clarification and deepen understanding of a text.
	Can you create some True/False questions for another pupil to answer about the information text? Make sure you know the answers!  


	Provide reasoned justifications for their views.
	In your opinion is the information presented attractively? Explain your answer. 
In your opinion is the information easy to understand? Explain your answer. 


	Recommend books that they have read to their peers, giving reasons for their choices
	Would you recommend this book to someone who wanted to find out more about the topic? Why or why not? 
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
