Teacher Instructions:
Use a suitable nonfiction text such as a page from a nonfiction book or a persuasive leaflet or advert. Cut out the labels (You could laminate them first). Spread the labels out and ask the children to take it in turns to choose a label and place it in the corresponding place on the text. Encourage them to explain clearly what the purpose of the feature on their label is when they place it. Please note some labels may be impossible to place – it depends on the text. 
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
